Two questions asked by Jesus, recorded in 
Matthew 16:26, indicate that a person's soul is his 
most valuable possession.

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Jesus knew in advance what would happen to 
Him – Matthew 20:17-19.

Jesus was troubled before His arrest –
Matthew 26:36-39.

Jesus was severely abused during His trials –
Matthew 26:67-68; 27:26, 29-31.

Jesus Suffered Greatly When He Died
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Jesus was executed by crucifixion –
Mark 15:25.

After approximately 6 hours, Jesus died –
Mark 15:34-37.

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We learn from Hebrews 2:9 that God 
demonstrated

His grace when Jesus died.
