 1 Corinthians 4:2.

 1 Corinthians 1:9 - Psalm 36:5.

Faithfulness is one of Jesus' characteristics – 
 Hebrews 3:1-2.

Faithfulness is one of the characteristics to be developed 
by God's children – Galatians 5:22-23.

Faithfulness Is a Key Characteristic in Christianity

The Lord made this very clear in His message to the church 
in Smyrna - Revelation 2:10.

The Lord showed how His faithful servants will be blessed 
when He returns, while unfaithful servants will be 
punished – Matthew 24:44-51 – Matthew 25:14-30.

Faithfulness Is a Requirement for Salvation
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Practices that negatively affect faithfulness must be 
avoided.

Luke 9:62 – Luke 17:32 – 2 Timothy 4:10
Hebrews 3:12-15 – Hebrews 10:25

Practices that positively affect faithfulness must be added.

Romans 10:17 – James 2:17-18 
Hebrews 12:1-3 - Philippians 4:13

Faithfulness Is Affected by Our Actions
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In order for our souls to be saved we must obey 
the Gospel of Christ.

We must also serve the Lord faithfully.

Those who do so will hear Jesus speak some 
special words when He returns – 

 Matthew 25:21.
