Hebrews 5:12.

Think of all the things we stay up to date on, yet are
ignorant of the Bible.

It’s possible that we’ve lost the word through traditions -
Matthew 15:6.

It’s possible that we’ve lost the word through misplaced
trust - 1 Kings 13:18 - 1 John 4:1 - 1 Timothy 4:1-2.
