Introduction

People bring all kinds of things to worship.

People do all kinds of things in worship.

More conscientious folks bring their Bibles, class books 
and all things needed to truly worship in spirit and in 
truth.

The Psalmist reveals three things we need to bring on a 
weekly basis.
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Right Spirit

A shouting, singing spirit.

 Shouting speaks to the enthusiasm we should feel about 
   coming to worship – Psalm 95:1 – Psalm 98:4.
 Singing speaks to the contemplative frame of mind we should  
   cultivate in worship – Psalm 40:1-3.

A serving spirit – 1 Corinthians 6:20.

 And do so cheerfully - Psalm 122:1 – Zechariah 8:21.
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Right Submission

Submit to the person of God – Ezekiel 34:30-31.

 The reason some people have trouble giving, getting to church  
   services, or serving God as they should is that they have a  
     different God than the God of the Bible.

Submit to the purpose of God.

 We are reminded that we are what we are because He made us –  
  1 Corinthians 15:10 – John 15:5 – Ephesians 2:10.
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Right Submission

Submit to the promise of God.

 Psalm 23 is less about the promises of God and more about how 
   we should react to them.
 Reciting the promises of God does little good until we choose to 
   change our thinking in response to them.
 Romans 8:28-32 is just a scripture reading until we adjust our  
    lives in reaction to His promises.

Right Sacrifice 

In the Tabernacle and Temple days, the priest must not 
enter the presence of the Lord without the right 
sacrifice, to do so meant death.

We are given an invitation to come into the presence of 
the King.

 This is not a casual image.
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Right Sacrifice 

Consider the court of Ahasuerus in the days of Esther.

 Mordecai risked his life coming into his court without a smile.
 Esther risked her life coming uninvited.
 One never turned his back to the king, even when leaving.
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Right Sacrifice 

We are told to enter into His gates.

 Gates are for defense and are usually closed to all outsiders.
 However, through the blood of Jesus, we are no longer the    
   enemies of God, but children of the King.

The Psalmist gives three reasons for praising His Name.

 For His goodness.
   For His mercy.
    For His truth.
