We can use seven fingers on our hands to remember 
these seven things about the Lord’s sacrifice as we 
partake of the Lord’s Supper.
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One Savior

The Bible states that there is only one – Acts 4:12 – 
Ephesians 4:5 – 1 Timothy 2:5.

No other sacrifice would do – Hebrews 10:4.

No other sacrifice was required – Hebrews 9:26 – 
Hebrews 10:10.
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Two Thieves

John 19:18

This was part of his humiliation and a fulfillment of Isaiah 
53:9, 12.
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Three Crosses – John 19:18

Cross of rejection – Luke 23:39.

Cross of repentance – Luke 23:40-42.

Cross of redemption.
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Four Parts Of His Garment Divided

John 19:23.

No significance in the four parts themselves.

It did fulfill prophecy of Psalm 22:18, which further 
proved his deity.
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Five Wounds

Two hands, two feet, and side – John 19:34 – 
 John 20:25-27.

There were other wounds as well.

These gave us his precious, saving blood.
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Six Cruel Hours On The Cross

Mark 15:25-37

The number six is not important; his suffering is.

Isaiah 53:3-11

Six hours was a relatively short time to be on the cross, 
but his suffering was not any less.

He had suffered greatly even before he was nailed to the 
cross (scourging, crown of thorns, etc.).
