Christ is the most vital message in the Bible.

Everything revolves around God’s love.

God is love and we love Him because He first
loved us — 1 John 4:8, 19.

We struggle to see the scope of God’s love —
Ephesians 3:18.

Psalm 118:1.

Look around and see the fullness of God’s love
— Psalm 119:64.

His love is better than life and surpasses
knowledge — Psalm 63:3 — Romans 8:38-39.
